Complete all parts and attach this to the back of your written report.

First paragraph:


Your introduction must contain the title (underlined), the author, the genre (mystery, realistic fiction, adventure, etc.  Ask me for help if you don’t know the genre of your book.), copyright date, and number of pages.  It should also contain a statement of the general setting (time and place) and some brief information about 3-4 main characters.  Finally it should have a statement of the main problem of the story.

Second paragraph:


This paragraph should contain the major events of the first third of the book.  You can begin with a topic sentence like this:


“In the beginning of Hatchet, the reader is introduced to Brian, who is on his way to visit his recently divorced father.”

This paragraph should contain details and a sufficient number of sentences that explain what happens in the beginning sections of the story.

Third paragraph:


This paragraph should include the main ideas from the middle third of your book.  It should probably include details about ways the main character is struggling to solve the most important problem in the story.  Again, this paragraph needs details and examples to be correct.

Fourth paragraph:


This paragraph should explain what happens in the final third of the story.  It should include how the main and other problems are solved and what happens after that.  Please do not say, “If you want to find out what happens at the end, you’ll have to read this book for yourself.”  Instead, it’s your job to explain the entire book including what happens at the end.

Final paragraph:


In this paragraph, give your opinion of the story and include specific details that explain what you’re talking about.  For example, “In Hatchet, I was amazed at Brian’s resourcefulness.  After much trial and error, he was able to swim down into the cold water of the lake and retrieve some of the plane’s emergency supplies.”  Also, include a statement of recommendation: “I would encourage everyone to read Hatchet because it’s a strong reminder of how we can be brave and survive, no matter what our age or abilities.”
